The Wisconsin Department of Agriculture, Trade and Consumer Protection yesterday, Tuesday, May 22, placed 5 state fish hatcheries under quarantine.  Last week the W-DNR put on hold all fish movement in all it's hatcheries.  This also included the equipment used to handle fish.  The quarantined hatcheries include Lake Mills, Wild Rose, Kettle Moraine, and 2 on the Milwaukee and Manitowoc rivers. The hatcheries all received fish or eggs from the Lake Winnebago system.
